WEDDINGS – FAQ

Q. Do you have to be a member to have your wedding at Crossway?

A. Either the Bride or the Groom must be a member of the church for a minimum of three months prior to submitting a request for a wedding date.

   A wedding will not be scheduled if the prospective Bride and Groom are already living 

   together.  However if a couple is living together, have recently been saved and would 

   like to join the church and get married, one of the Pastors will marry them if they agree 

   to separate and undergo premarital counseling.  If the couple chooses not to separate by 

   they agree to sexually abstain until they are married and also undergo premarital 

   counseling, one of the Pastors will marry them but not in the church.

Q. How far in advance can you book a wedding at Crossway?

A. We can take reservations for the facilities no more than twelve months in advance.

Q. How do you schedule a wedding at Crossway?

A. To schedule a wedding at Crossway, you need to contact the church office and
      notify them of your desire to schedule a wedding date.   The office will email you a 
      wedding packet.  Once you have completed the wedding application you can email 

      or bring it to the church office.  After your application is received and your wedding

      date is confirmed, the Wedding Coordinator will contact you to arrange an

      appointment.

Q.  Can you have a minister who is not on the Crossway staff perform the    

      ceremony?

A. The Crossway ministers do wonderful wedding ceremonies.  However, we do 

             permit ministers who are not on the staff to officiate wedding ceremonies.  If you 

             desire a minister from another church to officiate your wedding ceremony, the 

             request must be submitted to the church Wedding Coordinator.    The request 

             must be approved by the Pastor of Crossway.

Q. How much does it cost to have a wedding at Crossway?
A. Please see the Wedding Guidelines for a complete list of the fees.
Q. Do you have music policies for wedding ceremonies?
A. Yes, music used in your ceremony should glorify and honor God and reflect the

message of Jesus Christ and His love.  The content and lyrics of the music you

choose should give a Biblical understanding of Christian commitment and service and the significance of Christian marriage.  Song selections, specifically for special music within the ceremony, must give testimony to God and communicate the message of Christian faith.   Lyrics of your vocal song selections may be requested for approval.

Q. Is pre-marital counseling offered for marriage preparation?

A. All couples getting married at Crossway are required to complete the prescribed 

pre-marital counseling provided by the church prior to the wedding.   Pre-marital counseling sessions will be scheduled with the Pastor or his designee.
